istory buffs tired of merely reading
about central Ohio’s past can now

live in a bit of it.

More than 20 central Ohio homes built
before 1840 are for sale, including the
oldest home in Westerville and one of
only a handful of area homes built when
Thomas Jefferson was president.

Buyers can expect the homes to arrive
with some legacy — and some tales.

An 1816 Circleville farmhouse comes
with a Revolutionary War-era cemetery,
while a 185-year-old Granville home

comes with its own ghost.

A Groveport home includes door hinges
engraved by the blacksmith who made
them; an Olentangy River Road home in-
cludes hitching posts from before the Civil
War; and a Gothic-revival home in New

Miniature vegetables will grow on you

Many gardeners aspire to grow a
humongous pumpkin or head of cab-
bage. And many of the same people
are also attracted to miniature vegeta-
bles — witness all those bags of “mini”
carrots lined up on market shelves.

Carrots are just one of many minia-
ture vegetables you can easily grow
yourself.

Cuteness must be one of the ap-
peals of miniature vegetables. Just
picture pearl onions swimming in a
steaming bowl of peas, a plate of but-
tery baby potatoes or those tiny ears
of corn mingling with water chestnuts
and snow peas in chow mein.

Focus on efficiency

Miniature vegetables are usually
easier to grow than full-size ones.

You don't need to plant a special
variety of corn to get baby corn; all
you do is pick the ears just as the silks
are showing.

These small ears do give you a lot
less to eat, so if you want a lot of baby
corn, take steps to grow it more effi-
ciently: Grow any multieared variety of
sweet corn; plant close, giving each
plant about a square foot of space;
and plan to grow something else after
harvest, because baby corn matures a
few weeks earlier than sweet corn.

Besides cuteness, baby corn has

Google redid
map photos

We traded our Subaru wagon
almost two years ago, but it lives
on at Google Street View, the
Google Maps service that offers
online street-side photos.

Soon, the Subaru will be re-
placed by my in-laws’ Nissan
Altima.

I know this only because my
wife happened to notice a
Google car photographing our
neighborhood a
few weeks ago.
(I'm just thank-
ful I wasn't
washing the car
in my swimsuit.)

Google didn't
shed much light
on the car’s
- travels. The
JIM company that

loves to collect
WEIKER information on
us doesn’t share
much about itself.

When | asked whether Google
is updating all its Columbus-area
images or adding new streets, |
got this reply from spokes-
woman Anne Espiritu:

“Unfortunately, | cannot share
our update schedule, but what |
can say is that we’re really
excited about re-driving Ohio to
provide both locals and tourists
with refreshed street-level views.
Updating the imagery is some-
thing we do from time to time as
part of our effort to provide
users with the richest, most
up-to-date maps possible.”

A company website does,
however, state that Street View
cars are now in a number of
Ohio counties: Butler, Columbi-
ana, Cuyahoga, Franklin, Hamil-
ton, Lorain, Lucas, Mahoning,
Medina, Montgomery, Stark,
Summit, Trumbull, Warren,
Wayne and Wood.

Central Ohio arrived on Street
View three years ago, but the
images are getting a little moldy.

Some apartment complexes
that line Hayden Run Road are
missing, for example, as are the
two most recent office buildings
on Olentangy River Road.

But my favorite is Columbus
City Center. For those who still
wish to visit the old Downtown
mall, Street View will take you
there. (You'll also, by the way,
find it on Bing Maps, one of
Google’s chief competitors.)

In a global look at Street View,
the entire United States, along
with much of Europe and parts
of Asia and Australia, apparently
are covered by the service. But as
you dive deeper into the regions,
it’s easy to see how much of the
areas remain uncovered.

Even in metropolitan areas
such as Columbus, hundreds of
streets remain off the grid.

The areas omitted are often
inexplicable. The Indian Hills
and Olentangy Highlands areas
of Worthington, for example,
aren’t included, even though
entire areas around them are.
Likewise, the Olde Orchard
neighborhood in Reynoldsburg
hasn’'t been photographed, but
neighborhoods all around it
have.
